· Attend and participate in other functions that will be part of the orientation program
· To assist and develop the student’s performance which they will perform in Koshigaya and also at the Official Mayoral reception farewell in Campbelltown.
· To ensure a solid bonding of students and leaders has taken place through the orientation process.

· To ensure the safety, health, discipline and well being of students while in Japan.

· To ensure that students act as ambassadors and to promote the relationship between our two Sister Cities in a professional manner.
· To act as a communication channel while in Koshigaya between the Students and their Parents in a manner determined by Campbelltown – Koshigaya Sister Cities Association

The leaders who are successful will have to pay the same subsidised price as students; the cost will be 
$1,700. This does not include any spending money for leaders. It does include Airfares, Insurance, Delegation Uniform, itinerary whilst in Japan and Accommodation which will be home stay.  
Travel to Koshigaya will be on Saturday 29 September 2018 (evening flight) and return on Saturday 13 October 2018.

INFORMATION REGARDING THE POSITION

Since 1986, the Campbelltown-Koshigaya Sister Cities Association has been involved with youth delegations both to and from Koshigaya, Japan on an annual basis. These delegations have been highly successful and contributed greatly to the concept of the Sister Cities relationship.

Outbound youth delegations usually consist of 15 students and two leaders, who have been chosen after a careful selection process. The students are Campbelltown citizens, aged between 14 and 20, who attend various schools, colleges and universities (not necessarily in the Campbelltown Council area). They have been chosen because they have demonstrated the ability to be worthy ambassadors for our City and have shown a keen interest in Japan. All students accepted for a delegation are subsidised by the Association from funds provided by Campbelltown City Council.

 Delegation visits are between 10 to 14 days and take place during school holiday periods and are usually escorted by a delegation leader and an assistant delegation leader. Our aim is to appoint one male and one female leader to each delegation.

Delegation leaders will be involved with the interviewing and selection of students for the delegation they will lead.

A panel of at least 3 people will interview applicants. The Panel’s decision will be final, and no discussion or correspondence will be entered into. Interviews are regarded as confidential.

Successful applicants are required to pay their own travel costs for the duration of the delegation visit, and a small subsidy will be provided by the Association to cover the uniform, travel insurance and airport taxes.

The successful applicants will at all times be under the guidance and jurisdiction of the Campbelltown-Koshigaya Sister Cities Association and its Executive, which reserves the right to ask the leader/assistant leader to step down from their position if it is felt such person/s are not meeting the criteria required to lead the youth delegation. Such decision will not be taken lightly and will be discussed with those involved before being made.

Applicants need to be mindful that the positions of Delegation Leader and Assistant Delegation Leader are considered very responsible roles and when appointed to one of these roles, we will require their fullest co-operation with the Campbelltown-Koshigaya Sister Cities Association and its Executive, the students in the delegation and their parents, and with personnel in Koshigaya, before and throughout the delegation visit.

CRITERIA FOR THE SELECTION OF YOUTH DELEGATION LEADER

Applicants will be members of the Campbelltown-Koshigaya Sister Cities Association or residents of the City of Campbelltown who have a commitment to the ideals of our Sister City relationship.

Applicants will hold a current Working With Children [WWC] number and will provide to the Association if selected.

Successful applicants will participate in a Leader orientation course offered by the Campbelltown-Koshigaya Sister Cities Association.

Applicants will demonstrate they will be worthy ambassadors for the City of Campbelltown and show a keen interest in Japan and an understanding of its culture. They will have a desire to build on and improve our sister city relationship.

Applicants will preferably have overseas travel experience and involvement with youth through sporting, academic or community organisations and can demonstrate leadership and group management skills.
